1. Reports from the participants  
 Sweden: K Berg-Kelly is still very active and has coordinated the publication of a textbook which should be published within a couple of weeks/months (depending on the Editor). An adolescent medicine center was created in Uppsala, and there are a lot of teaching initiatives taking place around the country. One important issue that is attracting interest is the one of transition.

Denmark: The Unit in Copenhagen, lead by KB, will celebrate its 5th anniversary this year and is quite wealthy. The interest for adolescent medicine & health is particularly high among nurses around the country and, also within the country, more and more training sessions take place.


Armenia: PAM was in Armenia last year and met with both SS’s colleagues and representatives of the university. Adolescent health is strongly supported by the government Beyond the HBSC survey, other researches take place in various fields including the issue of transition. Marina, SS’s wife, is leading a consultation for adolescents.

Belgium: FD has set up an active private practice 100% adolescent medicine (~1000 consultations/year) and has also an appointment part time in the pediatric department of a large hospital, where an inpatient unit might be created. She has also identified a younger colleague who wants to train in adol. medicine. 


UK: The government has officially recognized adolescent medicine and health as an important field and supports many initiatives including teaching (both presential and e-learning). Transition is also very much discussed.. and in this respect, more and more professionals think that adolescent health structures & programs should be expanded until the age of 24 years. Participation of young people is encouraged. RV mentions also the creation of a “Lancet commission on adolescent health” in which he takes part.


France: EG, a newcomer, is responsible for HBSC France (within and INSERM Unit), and besides this hard work as a coordinator assists the Rector in all questions regarding the health of pupils. She is also involved in the activities of a charity focusing on handicapped children and adolescents. She is implicated in the organization of the 2014 IAAH meeting in Paris. EG presents the concept of “adolescent houses”, which are mainly tackling mental health and psychosocial issues around the country.


Switzerland: AM has been elected as vice president of IAAH Europe and will thus secure the link with Euteach. The Unit in Geneva (outpatient unit for 15-24 years) will celebrate its 10th anniversary this year. AM is also involved with SSt & Helena Fonseca in a WHO mandate pertaining to teaching adolescent medicine at the pre service level. The Swiss Association for Adolescent Health is now including non doctors in the committee and is running a early meeting, one year in French, the other year in German.

Euteach: PAM reports on the activities of Euteach/UMSA within the frame of a mandate with WHO as a collaborating center for school & adolescent health. After a meeting on standards and competencies in the field of school health in 2012, another mandate (mentioned above) aims to test tools that allow to assess the quality of the adolescent component of pre service training; PAM is also setting up for WHO an international workshop on the assessment of competence (June 2014). The  accounts of the Foundation for the year 2013 is presented: it is stable thanks to some benefit made during the summer school: PAM expects to run some fund raising once he will be retired (which would helpfor the hiring a part-time bi lingual secretary). He will prepare a flyer that would be used for such fund raising, and which will be circulated.


A further discussion between all participants attempts to shed light on a number of organizations that have an actual interest or may develop further their interest for adolescent health: The European Academy for Pediatrics, the CESP (Confederation of Specialists in Pediatrics, a UE organization), UNEPSA (gathering all Pediatric Associations of Europe even those not belonging to UNEPSA, etc. It seems important that Euteach members, when they are invited in scientific congress, advocate for adolescent health and training in the field. Members should also be encouraged to organize extra ½ day Euteach sessions (pre/post congress) such as the ones run some years ago in London, Lisbon or Gratz.
The next IAAH world congress will take place in 2017 in New Dehli.

2. Summer school 2013, forth coming summer school    

The 2013 summer school (very professionally lead by JC Suris) has been a success again, with a mean rate of satisfaction everyday around 8-9 (see JC’s report available on the website). 19 participants from 8 countries, an excellent program with three half days dedicated to small group modules (6 modules available in all). Generic issues such as communication, adolescent development and chronic disorders are among the top mostly appreciated part of the program.
Discussion: the interest for the course is a bit lower than in the past (we used to have up to 25 participants from 12-15 countries), and seems to attract above all clinicians. Given the fact that JC has stepped out of Euteach, and given PAM’s schedule until June, it is decided to explore the feasibility of postponing the course until November (PAM in charge). If this doesn’t prove possible, the course will take place next Year in July. It is suggested to keep the summer school in Lausanne every two years, and to explore the feasibility of organizing the course elsewhere every other year. In all case, the course should be set-up by a member of the Euteach working group.  
3. Group work, WHO mandate
On Friday, three groups have worked on a review of all the modules, including the two modules (mental health & youth friendly health services) which had been redesigned in 2013. By the end of the day, all modules had been revised, with an emphasis on references readily available from the web. The new versions will be progressively incorporated on the web.
PAM outlines the objective of the WHO mandate on pre service training in adolescent medicine. The group selects, among a long list of competencies, the ones which seem most important for medical and nursing students at the pre service level. It has to be understood that the weight of these issues will depend on the time and human resources available on one hand, and on the epidemiological situation of young people in the country on the other hand. The table looks as follows:

4. Future of Euteach, new members

PAM opens the discussion in stating that the activities of the group have progressively shifted from the building of the website and the organization of the summer school to training activities on a larger scale, including in some instances the building of formal cooperation (St Petersburg, Madagascar, Egypt to some extent). From the original working group, several members have given up for various reasons (too heavy schedule, age, etc.) and have been replaced by new members. Still the working group lacks some disciplines (mental health, gynecology), profiles (nurses, psychologists), and representatives from important countries such as Germany, Spain or Italy, ex Yugoslavia.
Statements regarding the future of Euteach:


· More emphasis on assisting locally colleagues who want to organize training courses (instead of coming and delivering a “ready for use course”). More use of the participants competences.
· Explore more synergies with school health (e.g. follow-up of WHO mandate)

· A review of all the interventions of Euteach since its inception should be made and put on the website: ask the former and present members of the working group with a template.

· The information on partners should be better emphasized on the website. The fact that courses can be run in French, (German) and Spanish should be stated clearly.

· It should be stated that Euteach can provide short courses (from 1 to 5 days)

· Courses delivered by Euteach members should be facilitated by an experiences and a less experienced teacher, to allow the less experienced to learn and improve

· Local people should be included as facilitators

· An emphasis should be put in the organization of TOT courses

· Youth participation during the training sessions should be encouraged

· Faculties should be tackled in the future (e.g. those in charge of adolescent health & medicine for medical/nursing student)
